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AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE COUNTY OF MONO
AND THE SUPERIOR COURT OF THE STATE OF THE CALIFORNIA, MONO COUNTY
FOR THE PROVISION JUVENILE DEPENDENCY SERVICES

This Agreement, (the “Agreement”) is entered into pursuant to subdivision (d) of Government Code Section
77212 by and between the Mono County Superior Court (hereinafter "the Court"), and the County of Mono,
a political subdivision of the State of California (hereinafter "the County" and collectively referred to at the
“Parties”), on July 1, 2025 (the “Effective Date”).

RECITALS

A. Through its passage of Assembly Bill 233 and related legislation, the California State Legislature
has substantially altered the traditional structural and financial relationship between the counties and the
trial courts exercising jurisdiction within those counties;

B. The California State Legislature, pursuant to Cal. Gov't Code§ 77003(a)(4) has defined "court
operations" to include court-appointed counsel in juvenile court dependency proceedings;

C. The County has current and existing contracts with certain private attorneys (the “Public
Defenders”) for the provision of indigent defense services;

D. Until such time as the parties deem otherwise, the County and Court mutually desire, pursuant to
this Agreement and to the terms of the Public Defenders’ contracts, that the Public Defenders be made
available for Court appointment in juvenile dependency proceedings (the “Services”) and that the County
be reimbursed by the Court at a rate, further detailed in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein
by this reference, reflecting the County’s actual cost of the Services; and

E. The Court’s appointment of any dependency counsel with whom the County has no current and
existing contract for indigent defense services, is entirely outside the scope of this Agreement.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The parties hereto agree as follows:

1. The County shall make the Services of the Public Defenders available to the Court in juvenile
dependency proceedings. The Public Defenders appearing in Exhibit A, as amended from time to time and
attached hereto and incorporated herein, whose services are provided under this Agreement, shall meet any
applicable qualification requirements imposed by state law or court rules, including but not limited to the
requirements of Rule 5.660, subd. (d), of the California Rules of Court for "competent counsel."

2. The Court shall compensate the County for such services based on the actual time spent by
the Public Defenders in rendering the Services under this Agreement at Court’s then-existing hourly rate of
compensation for appointed counsel in felony and family law matters ($150 per hour at the time this
Agreement is entered into). The Public Defenders with whom the County contracts shall keep records of
the amount of time spent as court-appointed juvenile dependency counsel. Said records shall be used as the
primary basis for determining the reimbursement owed to the County; provided, however, that the Court
does hereby reserve the right to compare said records by the Public Defenders against the Court's own
records regarding dependency caseloads and court appearances by the Public Defenders. In the event the
Court disputes the time records of the Public Defenders, the Parties and Public Defenders shall meet and
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
