Discussion 

In January of 2024, a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) was signed between Inyo 
and Mono Counties for services rendered by the Agricultural Commissioner and Director 
of Weights and Measures and County Pesticide Use Enforcement Officer. When this 
MOU was first signed the Risk Manager and County Counsel at the time agreed on an 
insurance limit of $10,000,000 for both General Liability and Auto Liability coverage.  

In late 2025, following indirect communications relating to the payment of an invoice, 
the Inyo and Mono County Risk Managers mutually agreed to lower the policy limits for 
General Liability and Automobile Liability insurance to the standard $1,000,000 per 
occurrence in order to remove the unnecessary administrative and financial burdens 
associated with the current $10,000,000 per occurrence contract requirement. 

It is the opinion of the Mono County Risk Manager, Aaron M. Washco, that $1,000,000 
per occurrence policy limits for commercial general liability and automobile liability 
insurance are sufficient to protect Mono County’s interests in relation to the 2024 MOU. 
Therefore, staff recommends that the Board of Supervisors approve an amendment to the 
existing MOU. The proposed amendment updates specific terms of the agreement to 
reflect lower insurance requirements for General Liability in the amount of $1,000,000 
per occurrence and Auto Liability coverage in the amount of $1,000,000 per occurrence. 
This amendment is backdated to take effect as of July 1, 2024.  
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AGREEMENT AND FIRST AMENDMENT TO  
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE COUNTY OF MONO AND  

THE COUNTY OF INYO FOR THE PROVISION OF  
AGRICULTURAL COMMISSIONER, DIRECTOR OF WEIGHTS AND MEASURES, AND   

PESTICIDE USE ENFORCEMENT SERVICES 
 
This Agreement and First Amendment is entered into January 6, 2026 and effective as of July 1, 2024 by and 
between the County of Mono (hereinafter, “County”), a political subdivision of the State of California, and The 
County of Inyo of Inyo County California (hereinafter, “Contractor”), for the purposes of amending that certain 
Agreement between the County and Contractor entered into on or about January 11, 2024 and pertaining to 
Contractor’s provision of Agricultural Commissioner, Director of Weights and Measures and Pesticide Use 
Enforcement services to the County (the “Agreement”).  The County and Contractor are sometimes referred to 
herein collectively as “the parties.” 
 

WHEREAS, the parties entered into the Agreement for the purpose of Contractor providing Agricultural 
Commissioner, Director of Weights and Measures, and pesticide use enforcement services; and 
 
 WHEREAS, subsequently, Contractor and County determined that General Liability and Auto Liability 
Insurance requirements be lowered to a $1,000,000 policy from the current $10,000,000 policy requirements; and 
 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows: 
 

 
1. Section 8 of the Agreement (“Insurance”) regarding General Liability and Auto Liability Insurance is 

amended in its entirety to reflect the insurance requirements of  
 
General Liability. A policy of Comprehensive General Liability Insurance which covers all the work 

and services to be performed by the Agricultural Commissioner under this Agreement, including operations, 
products and completed operations, property damage, bodily injury (including death) and personal and 
advertising injury. Such policy shall provide limits of not less than $1,000,000.00 per claim or occurrence. If a 
general aggregate limit applies, either the general aggregate limit shall apply separately to this project or the 
general aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit. 
 
 Auto Liability Coverage. Auto liability coverage in the amount of $1,000,000 per occurrence applicable 
to all owned, non owned and hired vehicles. This coverage does not apply to auto vehicle physical damage. 
 

2. All other provisions of the Agreement not modified herein shall remain in full force and effect. 
 

3. This Agreement and First Amendment may be executed in two (2) or more counterparts (including by 
electronic transmission), each of which shall constitute an original, and all of which taken together shall 
constitute one and the same instrument. For purposes of this Agreement, a photocopy, facsimile, .pdf, or 
electronically scanned signatures, including but not limited to Docusign or similar service, shall be deemed as 
valid and as enforceable as an original.  
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This Agreement may be modified, amended, changed, added to, or subtracted from, by the mutual consent of 

the parties hereto, if such amendment or change order is in written form, and executed with the same formalities 

as this Agreement or in accordance with delegated authority therefor, and attached to the original Agreement 

to maintain continuity.

Any notice, communication, amendments, additions or deletions to this Agreement, including change of 

address of any party during the term of this Agreement, which Inyo or Mono shall be required, or may desire 

to make, shall be in writing and may be personally served, or sent by prepaid first-class mail or email (if 

included below) to the respective parties as follows, with copies sent to the respective parties’ County Counsels:

GENERAL CONDITIONS

SECTION 1.  GENERAL
1.1 DEFINITIONS AND TERMS.

Where the following terms are used in these General Conditions, the intent and meaning shall be interpreted as 
identified in the Standard Specifications and as follows:

A. ADMITTED SURETY INSURER (or, SURETY):  A corporate insurer or inter-insurance exchange 
to which the State Insurance Commissioner has issued a certificate of authority to transact surety 
insurance in California, as defined in Section 105 of the Insurance Code.

B. AWARD:  The acceptance by the County of the successful bidder’s proposal.
C. CALENDAR DAY:  Unless otherwise specified, days or calendar days means each and every day 

shown on the calendar, Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays included.
D. CHANGE ORDER:  A written order to the Contractor covering changes in the plans, specifications, 

or proposal quantities and establishing the basis of payment and contract time adjustment, if any, 
for the work affected by such changes. The work, covered by a change order, shall be within the 
scope of the contract.

E. CONTRACT (or, CONTRACT DOCUMENTS):  The written and executed agreement between the 
County and the Contractor covering the work to be performed. The written agreement consists of 
all attachments as well as all documents incorporated by reference and shall include, but is not 
limited to, the agreement, performance bond, labor and materials payment bond, any required 
insurance certificates, the project manual, any addenda issued to bidders, and the project plans. 

F. CONTRACTOR: The business entity entering into a contract with the County of Mono for the 
performance of the work.

EXHIBIT 2

AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE COUNTY OF MONO AND
 SUMMIT FIRE & SECURITY, LLC FOR THE PROVISION OF 
 FIRE PROTECTION SERVICES 

PREVAILING WAGES AS OF: August 22, 2025 

A. DETERMINATION

The services and work to be provided by Contractor under this Agreement constitute a public work within 
the meaning of California Labor Code Sections 1720 and 1720.3. Accordingly, and as required by Section 
1771 of the California Labor Code, Contractor and any subcontractor under him, shall pay not less than 
the general prevailing rate of per diem wages, and not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem 
wages for holiday and overtime work, to all workers employed in the execution of those services and work 
requested by the County as described in Attachment A of this Agreement that constitute a public work. 
California Labor Code Section 1771 is incorporated herein by this reference, and a copy of that Section is 
included at the end of this Exhibit.

B. PREVAILING WAGE RATE

The general prevailing rate of per diem wages applicable to each class of worker employed in the execution 
of those services and work that constitute a public work under this Agreement has been determined by the 
Director of the California Department of Industrial Relations (hereinafter referred to as “Director”).  Copies 
of the Director’s determination are on file at the Mono County Department of Public Works office, 74 North 
School Street, Bridgeport, California, and are available to any interested party upon request.

C. APPRENTICES

Pursuant to Section 1777.5 of the California Labor Code, properly registered apprentices performing 
services and work that constitute a public work, if any, shall be paid the standard wage paid to 
apprentices under the regulations of the craft or trade at which he or she is employed, and shall be 
employed only at the work of the craft or trade to which he or she is registered. California Labor Code 
Section 1777.5 is incorporated herein by this reference, and a copy of that section is included at the end 
of this Exhibit.

D. PENALTY FOR NON-PAYMENT OF PREVAILING WAGES

Pursuant to Section 1775 of the California Labor Code, Contractor, and any subcontractor under him, shall, 
as a penalty to the County, forfeit not more than fifty dollars ($50.00) for each calendar day, or portion 
thereof,

INVOICING, PAYMENT AND RETENTION 

3.E. (1). Invoicing and payment. Contractor shall submit to the County, not more than once per month, a 
payment request in the form of an itemized statement of all services and work described in the Scope of Work 
(Attachment A) and Contract Documents, which were done at the County’s request.  The statement to be 
submitted will cover the period from the first day of the preceding month through and including the last day 
of the preceding month.  Alternatively, Contractor may submit a single request for payment at the conclusion 
of the work.  All statements submitted in request for payment should identify the date on which the services 
and work were performed and describe the nature of the services and work which were performed on each 
day. Invoices shall be informative and concise regarding work performed during that billing period.   If 
this box is checked, then invoicing shall be made in the format and according to the schedule and payment 
terms set forth in the Application and Certificate for Payment set forth on the following two pages.  

The progress of work shall initially be determined by Contractor, but must then be approved in writing by the 
County.  Additionally, the making of one or more progress payments shall not be construed as approval of 
the work performed by the Contractor. Should Contractor submit an improper payment request, the County 
shall, as soon as practicable, return the request to Contractor accompanied by a document setting forth the 
reasons why the payment request is not proper. Should the County determine the services or work have not 
been completed or performed as called for in the Scope of Work (Attachment A) and/or the Contract 
Documents and/or should Contractor submit an improper payment request, then County shall withhold 
payment of any disputed amount, plus those amounts authorized by Public Contract Code section
