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AGREEMENT BETWEEN COUNTY OF MONO
AND SOLUTIONS WEST
FOR THE PROVISION OF MEDI-CAL SUPPORT SERVICES

INTRODUCTION

WHEREAS, the County of Mono (hereinafter referred to as “County’’) may have the need for the
services of Solutions West of Sacramento, CA (hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”), and in consideration
of the mutual promises, covenants, terms and conditions hereinafter contained, the parties hereby agree as
follows:

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. SCOPE OF WORK

Contractor shall furnish to County, upon its request, those services and work set forth in Attachment A, attached
hereto and by reference incorporated herein. Requests by County to Contractor to perform under this
Agreement will be made by the Director of Health and Human Services, or an authorized representative thereof.
Requests to Contractor for work or services to be performed under this Agreement will be based upon County's
need for such services. County makes no guarantee or warranty, of any nature, that any minimum level or
amount of services or work will be requested of Contractor by County under this Agreement. By this
Agreement, County incurs no obligation or requirement to request from Contractor the performance of any
services or work at all, even if County should have some need for such services or work during the term of this
Agreement.

Services and work provided by Contractor at County's request under this Agreement will be performed in a
manner consistent with the requirements and standards established by applicable federal, state, and county laws,
ordinances, and resolutions. Such laws, ordinances, regulations, and resolutions include, but are not limited to,
those that are referred to in this Agreement.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE
MAMMOTH UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT CALLING FOR
VOTER APPROVAL OF A REPLACEMENT QUALIFIED
SPECIAL TAX AND ESTABLISHING SPECIFICATIONS OF
THE ELECTION ORDER

RESOLVED by the Board of Education (“Board”) of the Mammoth Unified School District
(the “District”), a District of the County of Mono, State of California that:

WHEREAS, the Board believes that a qualified special tax is necessary to continue to support
high academic achievement for all District students by offering and providing high-quality educational
programs; and

WHEREAS, Section 4 of Article XIIIA and Section 2 of Article XIIIC of the California
Constitution, and Sections 50075, 50079, and 53722 et seq. of the California Government Code
(“Government Code”), authorize a school district, upon approval of two-thirds of the voters voting on
the measure, to levy a qualified special tax for specified purposes; and

WHEREAS, an adequately funded and well-developed public education program provides
numerous benefits and advantages to students, families, and residents of the community; and

WHEREAS, funding from the State of California and the Federal Government has been
inadequate and uncertain to fully meet the District’s educational objectives, and the Board has no
assurance that future State or Federal funding will permit the District to meet those objectives; and

WHEREAS, over the past several years, the Board has made every effort to reduce District
expenditures in a manner that does not adversely impact important academic programs necessary to
support a high-quality curriculum for all District students; and

WHEREAS, residents of the District have demonstrated support since 2003 for locally
controlled funding measures to maintain high-quality academic programs, attract and retain qualified
educators, and provide stable funding for District schools; and

WHEREAS, on November 3, 2020, voters of the District approved Measure “G”, a qualified
special tax measure, by more than two-thirds of the votes cast, authorizing the levy of a qualified special
tax to support District educational programs; and

WHEREAS, the qualified special tax approved by the voters as Measure “G” will otherwise
expire on June 30, 2027, unless renewed, replaced, or continued by approval of the voters; and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined, following noticed public hearings and community
input, that in order to maintain and improve the quality of education in the District and to continue
providing stable, locally controlled funding for District schools, it is advisable and necessary to submit
to the voters the question of whether the District shall replace the existing qualified special tax; and
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WHEREAS, if approved by the voters, proceeds from the new qualified special tax would
continue to be used for educational purposes authorized by Measure “G”, including attracting and
retaining teachers and staff, supporting academic programs, and maintaining accountability measures
such as independent citizen oversight and annual reporting; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Board is committed to allocating at least 10 percent of any received
tax revenue from the new qualified special tax for the purpose of maintaining extracurricular activities
and athletic programs; and

WHEREAS, the Board is authorized to order elections within the District and to designate the
specifications thereof pursuant to Sections 5304 and 5322 of the California Education Code
(“Education Code”), and authority for ordering the election is contained in Section 4 of Article XIITA
of the California Constitution; and

WHEREAS, the Board now desires to order the calling of an election to be held on
June 2, 2026, for the purpose of submitting to the voters of the District a measure to create the qualified
special tax, replacing Measure G, and to authorize the filing of a ballot argument in favor of the
measure; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Education Code section 5342 and applicable Elections Code
provisions, such election may be consolidated with any other election held on the same date in the same
territory or in territory that is in part the same.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it further resolved, determined and ordered by the Board of Education
of the Mammoth Unified School District, as follows:

Section 1. Recitals. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are incorporated herein by
this reference.

Section 2. Election Ordered; Purpose. That the Board has determined in its best judgment that
in order to maintain quality education in the District, an election is advisable and on that basis hereby
orders the Mono County Registrar of Voters to call an election and submit to the voters of the District
the question of whether to adopt a qualified special tax for the educational purposes and to increase the
District’s appropriations limit in an amount equal to the levy of the special taxes for a period of seven
(7) years as permitted by Article XIIIB of the California Constitution, all as described further below.

Section 3. Rate of Special Tax. The special tax (“Special Tax”) shall be levied against each
taxable parcel of real property located wholly or partially within the boundaries of the District at the
rate authorized under Measure attached hereto as Exhibit A, as adjusted and administered in accordance
with the provisions set forth in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

The proceeds of the special tax will be applied to the following educational purposes:

. Enhance math and science classes

. Provide students with books and supplies

. Attract and retain qualified, high-performing teachers

. Provide updated technology, including software, hardware and support
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. Keep class size small for early grades

. Enhance student counseling programs

° Maintain library staff and services

. Maintain and enhance District language programs

. Maintain and enhance the District music, arts and enrichment programs
. Maintain extracurricular activities and athletic programs

° Maintain and advance needed educational programs

The Board will not fund any program other than those listed above from the proceeds of the
special tax. The Board of Education will allocate at least 10% of the annual parcel tax proceeds to
maintaining extracurricular activities and athletic programs.

Section 4. Annual Adjustment of Rate. Beginning on July 1, 2027, and each year thereafter,
the rate of the Parcel Tax shall be increased from the rate levied in the prior tax year by a cost-of-living
adjustment equal to the annual percentage change in the California Consumer Price Index — All Urban
Consumers over the prior twelve months, as of December 1 of the prior fiscal year, as published by the
State of California Department of Industrial Relations. If, in any given year, that index is not available,
then the rate will be adjusted based on the changes in the Consumer Price Index — All Urban Consumers
(CPI-U) West Region published by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics.

Section 5. Definition of Parcel; Exempt Property. As used herein, the term “parcel” shall
mean any unit of land with an Assessor’s Parcel Number (“APN”) located wholly or partially within
the boundaries of the District that receives a separate property tax bill from the County of Mono. All
property that would otherwise be exempt from ad valorem property taxation shall also be exempt from
the Special Tax.

Section 6. Election Date. The election shall be held on June 2, 2026.

Section 7. Measure Text; Exhibits. The purpose of the election shall be for the voters of the
District to vote on a ballot measure (the “Measure”) authorizing the Special Tax, a full copy of which
is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by this reference. As required by California
Elections Code section 13247, the abbreviated form of the Measure to appear on the ballot is attached

hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 8. Authoritv to Order Election. The Board has authority to order the election
pursuant to Article XIIIA, section 4 of the California Constitution; Government Code sections 50075
through 50079 and 53722 et seq.; and Education Code sections 5304 and 5322.

Section 9. Order to Registrar. This Resolution shall stand as the order of the Board to the
Mono County Registrar of Voters to call and conduct the election within the boundaries of the District
on the Election Date.

Section 10. Filing and Delivery of Resolution. The Clerk or Secretary of the Board is hereby
requested and directed to deliver certified copies of this Resolution to the Mono County Registrar of
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Voters, the Mono County Clerk, the Mono County Board of Supervisors, and the Mono County
Superintendent of Schools so that they are received within the time required by law.

Section 11. Formal Notice of Election. The Mono County Superintendent of Schools is hereby
requested to prepare and execute a Formal Notice of School Parcel Tax Election and to publish and/or
post such notice as required by law, and to perform the duties under Education Code section 5302 in
connection with the election ordered hereby.

Section 12. Conduct of Election. Pursuant to Education Code section 5303, the Mono County
Registrar of Voters is hereby requested to take all steps incident to the preparation for and holding of
the election in accordance with law and these specifications and to deliver copies of all published
notices to the Clerk or Secretary of this Board pursuant to Elections Code section 12113.

Section 13. Consolidation; Canvass. In accordance with Education Code section 5342 and
Elections Code section 10402.5, it is hereby requested that the election ordered by this Resolution be
consolidated with any and all other elections to be held on the same date within the District. The Mono
County Board of Supervisors is authorized to canvass the returns of the election pursuant to Elections
Code section 10411.

Section 14. Required Vote. Pursuant to Article XIIIA, section 4 of the California Constitution,
the Measure shall become effective only upon approval by at least two-thirds of the voters voting on
the proposition.

Section 15. Collection and Administration of Continued Tax. Upon voter approval, the
Special Tax shall become effective as of July 1, 2026, shall replace Measure G, and shall be collected
by the Mono County Tax Collector at the same time, in the same manner, and subject to the same
penalties as general ad valorem property taxes. Any delinquent Special Tax and penalty shall bear
interest at the same rate as unpaid ad valorem property taxes until paid.

Section 16. Exemptions. Homeowners age sixty-five (65) and over shall continue to be eligible
for exemptions from the Special Tax pursuant to Government Code section 50079 and procedures
adopted by the Board as specified in Exhibit A.

Section 17. Accountability. The members of the Board, the Superintendent of the District, and
officers of the District are hereby requested and directed, individually and collectively, to provide
accountability measures pursuant to Government Code Section 50075.1 that include, but are not limited
to, (a) a statement indicating the specific purposes of the Special Tax, (b) a requirement that the
proceeds be applied only to the specific purposes identified pursuant to subsection (a), (c) the creation
of an account into which the proceeds shall be deposited, and (d) an annual report pursuant to Section
50075.3 of the Government Code. To ensure additional accountability, an independent community
oversight committee shall be appointed by the Board to oversee the activity of the proceeds as approved
by the voters. The oversight committee shall be comprised of one Board member, the Superintendent
of the District, the Chief Business & Financial Officer of the District, two teachers, parents, and
community members, totaling not more than ten (10) members.

Section 18. Annual Report. Pursuant to Section 50075.3 of the Government Code, the Board
directs that the Chief Business & Financial Officer of the District file a report with the Board no later
than January 1, 2027, and at least once a year thereafter. The annual report shall contain both of the
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following: (a) The amount of funds collected and expended, and (b) the status of any project required
or authorized to be funded as provided in this resolution.

Section 19. Further Authorization. The members of the Board, the Superintendent of the
District, and officers of the District are hereby authorized and directed, individually and collectively,
to do any and all things and to execute, deliver, and perform any and all documents they deem necessary
or advisable in order to effectuate the purposes of this Resolution, , including, without limitation, to
prepare and submit for inclusion in the voter information pamphlet an argument in favor of passage of
the ballot measure. All actions heretofore taken by the officers and agents of the District that are in
conformity with the purposes and intent of this Resolution are hereby ratified, confirmed, and approved
in all respects.

Section 20. Severability. The Board hereby declares, and the voters by approving the Measure
concur, that every section and part of this Resolution and the Measure has independent value, and that
the Board and the voters would have adopted each provision regardless of every other provision. If any
part is found invalid, the remaining provisions shall remain in full force and effect to the fullest extent

allowed by law.

This Measure may be known as Measure “_".

To maintain high quality programs at all Mammoth schools with funds that cannot
be taken by the State and spent elsewhere, shall Mammoth Unified School District’s
replacement parcel tax to preserve smaller classes, attract and retain experienced
teachers, strengthen core curriculum, and enhance technology, art, music, math,
science and athletic programs be adopted at $99 per parcel raising $1.1 million
annually for seven years with annual inflation adjustments, independent oversight,
audits, and exemptions for senior citizens’ primary residences.

PURPOSE

To provide local revenue that cannot be taken by the State and to maintain high-quality
public education in schools in the Mammoth Unified School District (the “District”), the
District proposes to levy and collect an education parcel tax annually for 7 years as more
fully described below under “EDUCATION PARCEL TAX AND PROCEDURES,” and
to implement accountability measures in connection with the education parcel tax and to
provide oversight and accountability to ensure that funds are used only for the following
specific purposes:

. Enhance math and science classes

. Provide students with books and supplies

. Attract and retain qualified, high-performing teachers

. Provide updated technology, including software, hardware and support
s Keep class size small for early grades

. Enhance student counseling programs

. Maintain library staff and services

. Maintain and enhance District language programs

. Maintain and enhance the District music, arts and enrichment programs
. Maintain extracurricular activities and athletic programs

. Maintain and advance needed educational programs

The Board of Education will not fund any program other than those listed above from the
proceeds of the education parcel tax. The Board of Education will allocate at least 10% of
the annual parcel tax proceeds to maintaining extracurricular activities and athletic
programs.



EDUCATION PARCEL TAX AND PROCEDURES

Amount of Education Parcel Tax.

Subject to two-thirds approval of the voters, the education parcel tax of $99 per parcel (except
exempt parcels, as described below) shall be effective for 7 years commencing with fiscal year
2026-27 and be collected by the Mono County Tax Collector at the same time as and along with,
and shall be subject to the same penalties as general ad valorem taxes collected by said tax
collector.

The existing qualified special tax approved by voters as Measure G in 2020 shall cease to be levied
after June 30, 2026. This Measure will replace the existing Measure G, and the Measure G
qualified special tax shall not be collected in any year in which this Measure is collected. In the
event this Measure is not approved, the existing Measure G qualified special tax shall continue in
effect until its scheduled expiration date.

Definition of Parcel.

A parcel shall be defined as any unit of land in the District that receives a separate tax bill from
the Mono County Tax Collector’s Office.

Exemptions.

The following exemptions shall apply to the levy of the qualified special tax.

. Otherwise Exempt Property. All property that would otherwise be exempt from
property taxes shall also be exempt from the education parcel tax.
. Senior Citizen Exemption. An exemption shall be available to persons who are 65

years or older and own and occupy as a principal residence a parcel subject to the
education parcel tax.

Property owners seeking the senior citizen exemption must apply to the District for such exemption
under procedures established by the District or otherwise as required by law or by the Mono
County Tax Collector. However, property owners who have already qualified for a senior citizen
exemption under the District’s current parcel tax measure approved by voters in November 2020
will be automatically qualified for an exemption under this measure.

Exclusive Procedures.

The procedures described herein with respect to the levy and collection of the education parcel tax
and exemptions, and any additional procedures established by the Board of Education of the
District, shall be the exclusive claims procedure for claimants seeking an exemption, refund,
reduction, or re-computation of the qualified special tax. Whether any particular claim is to be
resolved by the District or by the County shall be determined by the District, in coordination with
the County as necessary. The District’s Board of Education may adopt such additional or
supplemental procedures as it deems necessary or convenient for the administration of the
education parcel tax.



ACCOUNTABILITY MEASURES

Government Code Accountability.

In accordance with the requirements of California Government Code sections 50075.1 and
50075.3, the following accountability measures, among others, shall apply to the qualified special
taxes levied in accordance with this Measure:

. the specific purposes of the education parcel tax shall be those purposes identified
above under the heading “PURPOSES,”

. the proceeds of the education parcel tax shall be applied only to those specific
purposes identified above under the heading “PURPOSES,”

. a separate, special account shall be created into which the proceeds of the
education parcel tax must be deposited; and

. the Chief Business & Financial Officer of the District shall file an annual written

report with the Board of Education of the District showing (1) the amount of funds
collected and expended from the proceeds of the education parcel tax and (2) the
status of any projects, programs, or purposes identified above under the heading
“PURPOSES.”

Citizens’ Oversight Committee.

In addition to the accountability measures required by the Government Code, an independent
Citizens’ Oversight Committee shall be appointed by the Board of Education to advise the Board
on the expenditures funded by the measure in order to ensure that said funds are spent for the
purposes approved by the voters. The Citizens’ Oversight Committee will monitor the
expenditures of these funds by the District and will report on an annual basis to the Board and
community on how these funds have been spent.

Annual Independent Audits.

The District will engage a third-party independent auditor to conduct annual audits reviewing the
revenues and expenditures of the education parcel tax to confirm that funds are spent for the
purposes described in the measure.

PROTECTION OF FUNDING

Current law forbids any decrease in State or Federal funding to the District because of the District’s
adoption of an education parcel tax. However, if any such funds are reduced because of the
adoption of this education parcel tax, then the amount of the education parcel tax will be reduced
annually as necessary in order to restore such State or Federal funding.

PROTECTION OF FUNDING




Funds generated by this Special Tax shall remain under local control and shall not be taken by the
State of California. If the State or Federal Government reduces funding to the District as a result
of this Measure, the Special Tax rate shall be reduced as necessary to restore such funding levels.

SEVERABILITY

The Board, and the voters by approving this Measure, declare that each section and part of this
Measure has independent value. If any portion is held invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction,
the remaining portions shall remain in full force and effect to the fullest extent permitted by law.

We
will also determine SCE’s compliance with applicable general orders and public utilities code.
