e The Board heard a description of the Department of Health and Human Services’ plan to
pilot a public health vending machine in partnership with Mono County Office of
Education at the Mammoth Lakes Library.

e The Board adopted a Resolution authorizing the County Counsel’s Office to provide
non-mandatory legal services to Special Districts within Mono County. The resolution
also allows the Counsel’s office to provide each Special District with trainings and up to
ten hours of representation per year at no cost,

e The Board adopted General Agreement to join in the Gateway Charter with Yosemite
National Park and appoint three representatives to represent the County at the Gateway
Charter meetings (two Board members and one member of the public)

Mono County Launches Community Support Grant Programs; Funding Available
for Non-Profits, Arts, and History

The Mono County Economic Development, Tourism, and Film Commission has opened
applications for three new Community Support Grant Programs designed to assist established
non-profit organizations: the Community Event Marketing Fund (CEMF), the Historical Societies
Grant Program (HSGP), and the Performing & Visual Arts Grant Program (PVAG). Funded
through the FY 2025-2026 budget, these are all reimbursement programs intended to promote
economic development and cultural vitality. Notably, the HSGP and PVAG offer extended
timelines, allowing projects to be completed through December 31, 2026. The mandatory
application deadline for all programs is 11:59 p.m. on Sunday, November 9, 2025. You can find
more information here.
