	PROJECT DESCRIPTION: We are considering this lot to build a 1,500 sq. ft. house. The terrain is upsloping, consisting mostly of soil and boulders, we would need to remove approximately 100 yards of soil and boulders when making the cut for a retaining wall foundation for the first floor garage, storage, and stairway to the second floor living area's. Like my previous application, the retaining wall foundation would be poured in place concrete probably 10" thick as it would be retaining 9' to 10' feet of soil on the upslope side/back of garage.Also as with the previous application we would terra-form and blend the house in with the natural environment. The grading plan would consist of exporting approx 100 yards of soil and boulders, possibly sifting some of that soil and removing large rocks/boulders, then recompacting around the garage retaining wall system with the remaining soil- with the approval of an approved soils geologist. The roof would be made of metal, the exterior walls would be clad in natural stone and fibrous cement siding (Hardie). Any exposed beams or rafter tails would be clad in copper to avoid dryrot and dissuade burning embers a foothold on dry wood. Our goal is to make 90% of the exterior fire resistant. The project may require removal of some natural trees, and we are replanting as many or more than we take down, of course any sapplings we would need to move, would be transplanted. Solar panels would be a part of our energy needs as well. I am also requesting direction concerning the use of a trailer during construction 4-6 months as site office and living quarters for myself as I am an owner/builder who will have his hands on just about every aspect and detail of this project. ( quality control & good exercise.)
