	PROJECT DESCRIPTION: We are hoping to create a beautiful place here in Benton with views of the White Mountains.  The lot is 8 acres of bare land on the east side of Highway 6 just south of 120.  It needs power, a driveway, well, septic, foundation and home.  We hope to accomplish these things over the next few years, as finances allow, hopefully beginning with securing power to the lot.  We anticipate an approx. 1300 square foot kit house/cabin/maybe manufactured.



Please consider granting us approval to bring power overhead across highway 6 to our lot.

Each of our neighbors currently has this overhead situation. We have explored alternatives, but none are feasible. Options:



Drilling/Boring under highway 6:  this will be way beyond our budget and we do not know what type of problems might occur as a result of the drilling.  The west side of highway 6 is also a flood area and it is unclear whether that will present a problem.



The neighbor on our side of the highway, to the south of us, has power coming across the highway overhead to a pole. Unfortunately that pole does not provide enough power for us—Tim Rafferty at SCE checked and the numbers do not work.



The neighbor to the north of us also has a pole with overhead lines coming across the highway.

This neighbor has the pole actually on their property, and not within the Caltrans right of way, and so an easement to dig underground or to run lines overhead through their property would be required. We’ve been told this is a non-starter.  



Please consider allowing us to do as the neighbors to the north and south have done, bringing power overhead across highway 6, most likely from the current pole on the corner of highway 6 and Goolsby Ranch Rd. Thank you for your consideration.
