	PROJECT DESCRIPTION: 
We are interested in placing a cell phone tower on the property which is currently vacant land. Two areas that the cell company is interested in are marked out on the satellite image attached. The site plan we would be interested in pursuing in the future has designated both of these proposed cell tower areas as snow storage.

The cell phone tower will take up an area of 20’ by 20’ with an enclosed fence. Are we allowed to place this in the snow storage area and still count this towards our 40% of paved area requirement? Are we allowed to continue to surround it with snow storage area? Are we allowed to move part of our snow area to the area that is set to be gravel to the south (see attached site map) or do you foresee any setback issues there? 

This project is located within the Sierra Business Park Specific Plan. The storage facility will be 85,616 sqft. All details included in the map attached.
